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Application of self-made disease nursing guide in nurse training

Abstract: Objective To explore the application of the disease nursing guide in nurse training. Methods A total of 44
nursing staff from the Department of Internal Medicine who have graduated for 10 years of less were selected. Among them,
20 people in the 1st and 2nd district of the Department of Internal Medicine were included into the Control Group, and 24
people in the 3rd and 4th district of the Department of Internal Medicine were included into the Observation Group. The
Control Group was trained with traditional methods while the Observation Group was trained with the self-designed disease
nursing guide based on traditional methods. At the end of 1 month, 2 months and 3 months of training, nursing personnel were
subject to theoretical assessment, technical operation assessment and comprehensive nursing capability assessment. Results
The theoretical knowledge, technical operation and comprehensive nursing capability in the Observation Group were superior
to those in the Control Group (P<0.01). Conclusion The application of self-made nursing guide can not only improve the
professional level, basic capacity and professional knowledge level of nursing, but also improve their comprehensive nursing
capacity and increase the satisfactory of nursing personnel on the training.

Abstract: Objective To investigate the effect of comprehensive nursing intervention on maternal and child outcomes in

patients with complications of pregnancy. Methods A total of 214 pregnant women with complications of pregnancy admitted

to our hospital were randomly divided into the Intervention Group (n=107, comprehensive nursing) and General Group

(n=107, routine nursing). The two groups were compared in terms of pregnancy outcomes, neonatal Apgar score and maternal

satisfaction with the nursing. Results The incidence of adverse pregnancy outcomes and severe asphyxia in the Intervention

Group was lower than that in the General Group. The maternal satisfaction with the nursing in the Intervention Group was
higher than that in the General Group, and the difference was statistically significant (P<0.05 or 0.01). Conclusion

Comprehensive nursing for pregnant women with pregnancy complications can significantly reduce the incidence of adverse

pregnancy outcomes and neonatal asphyxia and effectively improve the satisfaction of pregnant women.
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
